Dear Prime Minister Carney,

I ask you to immediately withdraw Bills C-2 and C-12. These bills represent a serious and unacceptable threat to the internationally recognized human right to seek asylum.

Among other measures, the Bills would bar Canada’s Immigration and Refugee Board (IRB) from reviewing refugee claims of people who file for asylum more than a year after they first entered Canada—regardless of whether they face persecution or torture if returned to their country of origin. They also would allow cabinet officials to conduct blanket cancellations of immigration visas and permits without due process or individualized assessments. This leaves too many lives at the mercy of political discretion.

Canada must not undermine its international human rights obligations or sacrifice fairness and compassion.
