I am writing out of concern over human rights violations in the context of the escalated federal immigration enforcement actions. The recent decision to pass a continuing resolution in order to re-negotiate the DHS funding bill was the right move. Now Congress must ensure that any renegotiated bill must cut funds to ICE and Border Patrol to rein in their lawless behavior. People have been killed and arrested without warrants, families terrorized, and neighborhoods flooded with masked agents acting with impunity.

In addition to these cuts, any funding to these agencies should be preconditioned on a full and independent investigation into recent killings and use of force; real accountability for abuses by federal officers; no enforcement at schools, hospitals, places of worship, or other sensitive locations; and winding down mass enforcement operations targeting refugees and immigrant without criminal records.

Please use your leverage to prevent any renegotiated DHS bill to move forward unless it includes real cuts, strict limits, and meaningful accountability. Our communities' lives and rights depend on it.
